The Association of Jewish Family and Children’s Agencies is pleased to sponsor the 2011 KOVOD AWARDS competition for excellence in agency communications. Winners will be recognized at the Annual Conference with a reception in their honor, mentioned in the Conference program, and all winners will receive a beautiful plaque.  

Competition categories and descriptions are listed below. Award guidelines are listed on page 2. 

Competition Categories

· Excellence in Agency Websites

This category is the agency’s electronic presentation of its purpose, personnel, programs and other pertinent information over the Internet. Judges will be assessing the website’s design, navigation, content and overall effectiveness to determine the most appealing, current and user-friendly site.  JFS websites that are integral parts of their Federation’s websites are also welcome. 

· Marketing/Promotional Material
This category invites publications used as print media (e.g. brochures, flyers) or electronic material (e.g. marketing material disseminated via email or on the agency’s website) promoting the agency or any specific program of the agency.  Judges will be assessing the material’s content, creativity, design and effectiveness in promoting the agency or program.  All submissions must be easily replicable by other AJFCA member agencies.
· Promotional Video
Separate from above, this category features videos created by or for the agency and used to promote the agency or any specific program of the agency.  Judges will be looking to find the most appealing and persuasive video.  All submissions must be easily replicable by other AJFCA member agencies.
*PLEASE NOTE:  All submissions must be made electronically (even in the case of marketing/promotional materials that are used as print media. 
KOVOD Award Guidelines

RULES:

1) AJFCA member agencies in good standing are eligible.

2) Winning agencies will be recognized and honored at the Annual Conference. Attendance at the Annual Conference is not required. 

3) Agencies may submit up to two entries in each category. The same submission cannot be entered in more than one category. An agency coming in first place in two or three will be declared the winner in the category in which it has the greatest point differential over the next placed agency. 

4) The competition will accept publications regardless of their creation date. All submissions must describe current operational programs, and all contact and other information must be up to date. Publications submitted in previous KOVOD competitions are not eligible unless, in the opinion of the judges, they have recently been significantly changed.

For website submissions, please be sure to include the agency’s URL in the email.  For promotional material and videos, please be sure to attach electronic publications or videos to the email.  Please indicate in the email your agency’s name and size (A – E) and contact information for the point person on the submission.  You will receive a confirmation email for all submissions.  If you do not, please contact Lisa Budlow to ensure your submission was received.
DEADLINE:
All entries must be received by close of business on Friday, January 28, 2011.

JUDGES:
Judges are professional and lay leaders of AJFCA and their member agencies. They will consider creativity, design, content, and over-all effectiveness for all submissions. 

AWARDS:  
There will be up to five (5) winners in each submission category, one from each AJFCA Group (A through E).
